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INFLUENCE AND FEATURES OF CHILDREN'S GAMES
IN THE PROCESS OF PERSONAL DEVELOPMENT OF CHILDREN

Abstract. The scientific article examines the influence of Kazakh children’s games on the process of per-
sonal development. The features and differences from other types of games were also analyzed. The opinions
and views of Kazakhstani and foreign researchers expressed in connection with the folklore of children’s games
were taken into account. The article focuses on the benefits and place of games in the child’s mind at the pres-
ent stage.

The game helps to increase the attention (intellectual) abilities of the child and forms the physical form.
The baby begins to feel and know the world around him from the moment he is in the womb. When a baby is
born, lullabies are sung. Until adolescence, children play assik, namely games called “shildek”, “kualaspak”,

and after growing up, they switch to games such as “baiga”, “tai zharys”. Therefore, Kazakh children’s games
occupy a special place in gaming folklore. Attention is also focused on various symbolic meanings of everyday
life and pets.
The article describes the features of the gameplay, verbal games, and gestures. The factors of influence,
benefits, and harm of Internet games on a child’s thinking (psyche) are analyzed and conclusions are given.
Keywords. children’s games, poetry game, development, symbolism, process, factor.

Introduction. It is obvious that the role and place of game folklore in the lives of
humans is special. Our ancestors, who led a nomadic and semi-nomadic lifestyle in the
steppe, followed the path of personal development of each of their children. It was the
elements of the game that helped them. Ever since the baby is in the womb and then after
birth, he/she grows up listening to “lullabies”. Then, as children get older, their games
tend to change. These processes are carried out before adolescence. The first observations
about children’s games were made by folklorists, ethnographers, culturologists, teachers,
literary critics, and historians. For the first time, foreign scientists and researchers such as
U. L. Huizinga, M. Bakhtin, M. N. Melnikov, F. S. Kapitsa, and T. M. Kolyadich expressed
their views on children’s games. They focused on the mental and physiological patterns of
children’s games. It has been proven that games are particularly important in the process
of mental and physical development of a child. After all, children accept phenomena, situ-
ations, and events in life in different ways. And all of this is often perceived by the child
as a game. However, in some cases, sharp and serious events do not distract the child’s at-
tention. Scientists studying domestic folklore and ethnography, history B. Tyumenayev, E.
Sagyndykov, Sh. Ibraev, S. Kaskabasov, and K. Matyzhanov analyzed Kazakh children’s
games.

Before us, numerous scientists and researchers, travelers from Europe who went to the
East, and members of research expeditions expressed their opinions about Kazakh chil-
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dren’s games. Such travelers as A. Yanushkevich, V. Rubruk, and E. Thomsen gave a lot
of facts and observations about the upbringing of our children. At the same time, in the
XIX century, I. Altynsarin, S. Kobeyev, A. Dibayev, and G. Potanin collected poems, mis-
conceptions, “sanamak”, and “kalamaks” related to the Kazakh children’s folklore. Then
S. Seifullin, I. Zhansugurov, M. Auezov, U. Turmanzhanov, M. Gabdullin, Sh. Akhmetov,
M. Alimbayev, S. Kasimanov, and other researchers made their valuable contributions in
researching this field (Altyn abdyra, 2007: 5).

Folklore scholar K. Matyzhanov describes in detail the aesthetic and modern format of
the game and its relevance in society in his article “Game and Ritual — the most important
means of social communication in human society.” He said that “Today the game is moving
away from the traditional ethno-cultural platform, moving towards cosmopolitan disorien-
tation, artificiality, reflecting the socio-cultural situation, the system of relationships and
values, and changes in human consciousness in the postmodern era” (Matyzhanov, 2021:
19). The main goal of the study of children’s games is to identify the first steps to improve
the child’s abilities and prepare him for a great life through play.

In the spirituality and culture of humanity, children’s games are as important as raising
children. The influence and function of games on the development and maturation of Ka-
zakh children have a great role. In this article, we will try to understand the essence of such
multifaceted and complex scientific situations.

Materials and methods. The description of the research materials includes the educa-
tional and morale-building significance of Kazakh children’s games in society. According
to the raised hypothesis, a description of the activities and features of the child in the pro-
cess of personal formation is given. The article presents a comparison of Kazakh children’s
games with other types of games and the state of influence of internet games on children’s
consciousness. At the same time, a structural and semantic analysis of intellectual games
and attributes related to the game is carried out.

The result of the study. It is obvious that the worldview of each nation has its own
noble values and features. It is the culture of the people that determines the National Code,
Genesis, ethno-pedagogy, ethno-psychology, folklore, and culture. One aspect of the cul-
ture, not to mention the other, is imbued with children’s games.

Based on the results of the study, we can consider the study of children’s folklore itself
divided into two groups: the period before the XIX century and the period after the October
Revolution (Ibraev, 2009: 64-65). We talked about this above. Therefore, it was necessary
to systematize and provide descriptions and explanations for individual games.

In this article, we have divided Kazakh children’s games into two parts. The first of
them was “games-poems”, the second-"games based on movement” (physical). After that,
we talked about its rules, main figures, attributes, and participants. We said that for the
game to be more interesting, we needed a variety of them. Most often, Kazakh children are
closer to the environment. That is the reason for the abundance of games related to domes-
tic animals (namely sheep, horses, cows, camels).

Now the era of the internet is going on. The world is on the verge of a period of glo-
balization. At the same time, various games on the internet obviously do affect the child’s
psyche. This aspect was also briefly discussed in the article.
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Analysis. In general, the opinions of domestic and foreign researchers about children’s
games do not coincide. In some cases, opinions are closer, but in others they are contradic-
tory.

Folklorist K. Matyzhanov partially divides the children’s folklore itself into “folklore of
alpeshteu (lullaby)”. Here is a vivid example of our words: here is the excerpt of a lullaby
dedicated to the soothing of children with its English translation.

Rockabye, my baby. Rockabye.

As I sing you my lullaby,

So many verses come to mind.

I hope you have a golden urinal.

I hope you have a silver potty.

When you were born,

For this, my heart was gladdened.

I hope you find helpers wherever you go.

May God bless you if you are alone.

May God answer all your prayers! (Translated from Kazakh language) (Babalar Sozi,
2011:42).

It has long been customary to sing “lullabies” and “alpeshteu” to Kazakh children. This
has its own semantics. In other words, from the moment of opening the world, the child
is preparing for a great life. In this song, such lines as “Aldi-aldi” and “When you were
born, for this my heart was gladdened,” are performed. Then, when we delve deeper into
the meaning, we see that through the poems-games, the child is hushed with a good desire
to express the joy of parents, who they hope will grow into an adult with a kind soul. In
this regard, a traveler named E. S. Wolson, who traveled to the Kazakh steppe, notices
this world in the way of life of the local population. Thus, he wrote that the Kazakh child
grows up freely, that the breastfeeding children swing on a camel during the crossing, and
that they ride on a horse after getting older (Babalar Sozi, 2011: 16). We can see that such
seemingly simple scenes were recorded and scripted in a letter without ignoring the atten-
tion of foreign travelers. Therefore, from the moment the child is in the cradle, we can see
that word games are used in verse.

“Togyzkumalak™ is a game that has its own characteristics that directly affect the develop-
ment of Kazakh children’s attention. This is the closest game to the Kazakh people, whose
lives are associated with animal husbandry. Our ancestors understood that by developing the
mind of a child, they would increase his or her intellectual abilities. To do so, they needed
simple attributes. They took a board, divided into equal sides, on which there were two large
kazans (holes or sections), 18 smaller holes (called as otau), and 162 stones (originally kum-
alak — dried sheep pellets). That’s where you need to think. To win the game, you would need
to gain 82 stones (more than a half of all stones). The most important thing is that you do not
make a mistake in the calculations, otherwise you must deal with a trap your opponent has left
on your side. This game has simple rules. Only two people can play at the same time. In this
game, mental work is highly valued. It does not require much physical activity.

“Togyzkumalak” is an intellectual game. Therefore, this game was played with great in-
terest by some outstanding Kazakh people. Among them are Sh.Ualikhanov, I. Altynsarin,
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A. Kunanbayuly, M. Auezov, K. Kuanyshbayev (Olzhayuly, 2021). The Kazakh intelligen-
tsia of the nineteenth and twentieth centuries believed that every stone of the Great Steppe,
including dried kumalaks (sheep droppings), was important. Therefore, we should praise
the National Games, which have been an integral part of the culture of the Steppe for many
centuries, play them in our modern times and pass them on to the next generations.

Historian K. Zabayuly notes that togyzkumalak has a direct influence on the develop-
ment of the child’s mental abilities and attention and thus is no less important than chess,
which is often called the “king of games” (Zabayuly, 2021).

From the very beginning of our research, what we call “poetry-games” and “word
games” are the same concept. Kazakh children grew up with a good knowledge of proverbs,
sayings, riddles, and tongue twisters. There are phrases like “playing with your thoughts”
among the people. The game is based on a combination of words and thoughts.

Children’s rhyme (counting fingers)

Finger, finger, oh finger,

Toss some grains for your chicks,

Toss some millet for your chickens,

A thumb (chief finger),

Index finger (mother duck),

Middle finger (middle poplar),

Ring finger (jingle tube),

Little finger (little baby),

You get up and go to your sheep!

You, get up and go to your lambs!

You, get up and go to your horses!

You, get up and go to your cows!

You, get up and go to your camels!

Aia don’t worry,

Lick the bottom of the cauldron,

And just lie at home,

There you will have a kurt (dried salty cheese).

There you will have butter,

There you will have sour milk.

Tickle, tickle, tickle...(Translated from Kazakh language) (Babalar sozi, 2011: 184-185).

We have already clarified that word games are mentioned above. This game is also
called “Kuyrmash” in some sources. However, the ultimate meaning is the same. Here, as
the name suggests, all the “five fingers” are named. Since the Kazakh boy grew up close
to four such animals as “sheep”, “lamb”, “cow”, “horse”, and “camel”, they are also con-
sidered an element of the game. Moreover, despite it being called a word game, all hands,
wrists, and fingers are activated. Therefore, there is every reason to state that physical
action exists within this game. Also, at the end of the text of the poem, the words “tickle,
tickle!” are used. This means that someone will suddenly start tickling a child when he/
she finishes the game. Thus, everyone will have fun Therefore, the child’s consciousness
will be able to learn about the environment, get involved in work early, learn the value of
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everything, learn to count, speak, and remember these rhymes correctly. Public figure Z.
Akhmetova emphasized this in her book “Kuretamyr”. It was called “tilustartar” a game
that helps toddlers learn to talk (Akhmetova, 2018:140). When the child sees it, he/she
wants “to play it again”. In this regard, we see that the Kazakh people gave their children
mental and physical education in the form of a game, combining words and deeds.

Today, we refer to the modern appearance of Kazakh children’s games — Internet games.
Without going far, you can find an electronic version of our national games: togyzkumalak,
checkers, and asyk. In terms of quality, it is not comparable to the Internet games of foreign
countries. The digital format has its advantages and disadvantages. (Obuo A., Justina A.,
2022:12)

The advantage is that today’s children are naturally prone to new technologies. He is
fluent in the language of smartphones and gadgets. It will not be difficult for them to visit
various sites and download the necessary games. Recently, too many smart minds have
been called by the term “prodigy”. Perhaps this is a requirement of the time. We left this
side for a time.

The disadvantage is that now it is necessary to protect the child from all sorts of things.
A crowd of shooting games poisons the consciousness of the child. It is obvious that if the
child is not kept under supervision, there is a risk of mental disorders and a negative path.

The Kazakh was critical of each of his sons. He paid special attention to the fact that his
son grew up to be a conscientious, friendly, and caring citizen of the country. Academician
M. Auezov says: “If you wish your nation to succeed, you need to start from the cradle.”
In the analysis section of the article, we discussed the development of intellectual abilities
and mental and physical maturity as a child, starting with the lullaby, and the impact of the
internet on the child. We tried to prove that the game is involved in all this.

Conclusion. In the course of the study, not only the influence and features of Kazakh
children’s games in the process of personal development were studied, but also the impor-
tance of these factors for the intellectual, mental, and physical development of the child, the
formation of a strong citizen in the future life was determined.

If there was no game in a child’s life, it would be as if the world had fallen into dark-
ness. In addition, a special factor that improves the child’s sweet actions and behavior is the
game. For adults and teenagers, they develop the game specifically for the same purpose,
for the implementation of the intended game, and for children, it is a skill that is repeated
daily. This aspect was analyzed and summarized in the article.

There is no command over the game. Especially in a children’s game, you can’t com-
mand, direct, or fight others. The game is a platform for freedom, the Dutch cultural critic
Johan Huizinga said in his work “Homa Ludens” (Huizinga, 2011:14). In order to comfort
the crying child again, the adults resort to various manipulations; they try to act like a cat
or a camel, or even let him/her ride on their back like a horse. All this refers to the actions
of each parent, brother, and sister of the child, which do not follow the special rules of the
game elements.

It was noted that the influence and features of Kazakh children’s games in the process
of personal development include intellectual games, word games, counting, parallel use of
games of action and poetry. In addition, according to the national mentality, such criteria
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as training a child to work, preparation for future life, proximity to the environment, and
awareness of the dignity of cattle were analyzed. Also, the benefits and harms of internet
games in the modern digital format for the child’s psyche were revealed. We tried to reveal
the National Genesis, a component of Kazakh folklore, children’s folklore, including the
national code in game folklore.

It is undeniable that children’s games play a special role in the upbringing of children,
especially in the development of their thinking and character formation. (Kazakh tongue
twisters, 2013: 96).

The subtleties of children’s games, pedagogical, educational, and motivational aspects,
Genesis, and benefits to society are still being studied from a scientific point of view.
